Main Activity:

Conclusion:
Once the groups have completed their tkeheets, have a class discussion and have each group present one of their
photographs and what they discovered.

Discuss the importance of what knowing a small amount of the context of the photo does to understanding the
description and knowledge aboutélsubject of the photograph. As a class, also discuss the importance of search tags
and why having detailed descriptions will help future researchers find the objects they need.
